I have designed and chaired six surgical programs at The Ohio State University.
1. Surgery Honors program for Medical Students: 4th year students interested in surgery will go through an introduction in open and laparoscopic operations. I designed the curriculum where they have hands on experience operating on a porcine model in our animal lab. Average number of participants per session is 15. (2004 to present)
2. Electro-surgery course for Interns: I started this program back in 2005 with the help of Valley Lab and Covidien. The program introduces the concept of electro-surgery to our first year residents. It is a 4 hour lecture and hands on lab session where our surgical interns are taken through open cholecystectomy, nephrectomy, splenectomy, bowel resections, and liver sections. Average number of participants per session is 15. (2005 to present)
3. Basic Laparoscopic Course: I designed this 6 week course for our second year resident. We start with a dry lab and take them through basic laparoscopic skills including suturing and simple drills. The next 4 weeks are dedicated to the residents practicing on their own in the Center for Minimally Invasive Surgery. The final week (week 6) is a hands-on porcine lab where we go through laparoscopic procedures including cholecystectomy, nephrectomy, splenectomy, bowel resections, and liver sections. Average number of participants per session is 8 per year. (2005 to present)
4. Advance Laparoscopic Course: This relatively new course that I have designed for the third and fourth year residents in surgery. It is a 4 hour hands on porcine lab where residents are taken through laparoscopic fundoplication, splenectomy and bowel resection. Average number of participants per session is 8 per year. (2006 to present)
5. The Hernia Center at The Ohio State University Wexner Medical Center: I am working on developing an outcomes-based, high-volume hernia center along with colleagues from Plastic Surgery and Trauma Surgery. My goal is to improve outcomes and be more cost-effective with a multidisciplinary hernia center and team at The Ohio State University Wexner Medical Center. We will use a surgical team approach to caring for hernia patient and this includes general, trauma, bariatric and plastic surgeons. We will also utilize other services available at OSU; including wound care specialists, skilled nurses, nutritionists and patient education staff to provide integrated and comprehensive care.

Other objectives are to improve outcomes and decrease complications. We are focused on maintaining a leadership position in our referral market.
